Sent out July 13, 2006:

First off, I want to thank all of you for expressing interest in the
Cabal.  It's not a glamorous sinecure, by any means, but I like to
think we do at least a little good for our fandom/ship.  Many of you
sound impressive as all get out, and if I could hire all of you
instantly without causing organizational headaches, I would.

And now for the nitty gritty...

We're going to be needing four people, give or take one - the
currently open slots are Monday, Wednesday, Thursday, and Friday,
although I haven't heard back from everyone to confirm and so there
may be some flexibility there.

I'd like to ask that all applicants be over 18, as we do get smutfic
that comes through the submission queue and I don't want to deal with
the headaches of someone under legal age being in a position where an
outraged parent could argue that they were "forced" to read it.  Also,
you must be able to be discreet - the Cabal has a mailing list where
we talk amongst ourselves, but outside of that, I really prefer if the
negative comments are kept to a minimum.  Unless someone does
something truly outrageous, I believe they have a right to discretion
and privacy.

As for the actual duties, each person is assigned one day a week to
log in and check the submission queue, and accept or reject the fics
therein.  That involves sending an email to the person, with a cc to
the Cabal mailing list, explaining the cause for the rejection or
indicating acceptance, then hitting a little button to either delete
the chapter or let it onto the site.  Our rules are pretty well laid
out on the site, I believe, and so that's the basis we're going for.
We do /not/ screen for content unless the fic is flagrantly bad -
someone tried to submit D/Hr, someone wrote a rapefic of particularly
heinous nature, things like that - and if that's the reason for
rejection than it has to go through me personally.

As for the application, I need to figure out some sort of
questionnaire to have a way to sort through y'all and make an informed
decision, and that will take me a couple of days as I'm not terribly
experienced in this sort of thing.  In the meantime, the first
requirement is to go here:
http://www.perfectimagination.co.uk/modules.php?mod=Accreditation&act=join
and get accredited.  The test took me about half an hour, and then
about two days to get it back.  I'd say that we'll give it a week from
this email for all y'all to get a chance to do that, and for me to get
in gear with designing a questionnaire.  If anyone has applied for the
accreditation but not gotten it back yet by Friday, July 21, let me
know and we'll work something out.

Again, thank you so much for your interest, and let me know if you
have any problems. :)
